Part 4: Learning Development
Learning Domain will be developed as follows:

1. Morals and Ethics

1.1 Learning Outcome


Curriculum Map –(2) Be disciplined, punctual, and responsible to oneself and society (4) Respect the rights and listen to opinions of others. Respect values and dignity of others
Using drama to learn English is an opportunity to use language in operation which is absent in a conventional language class. Thus, including language in real life situations teaches students responsibility, respect, self-acceptance and acceptance of others’ ideas and opinions. 
This subject would require the students’ openness and respect to other students. Since the students need to comply with a variety of tasks, they will need these qualities for individual and group practice, problem solving, deciding and researching. 

1.2 Teaching Methodology


Students are required to comply with the absence and tardiness rules of the university. More importantly, they are given tasks and responsibility (individual and group) to encourage positive behaviours.  

1.3 Assessment


A part of the evaluation criteria for each activity is provided for responsibility and behaviour. Additionally 10% of their mark is attendance and participation.  
2.  Knowledge


2.1 Learning Outcome

Drama is an effective platform in exploring the principle and practical aspects of learning language. Students try variety of issues, theme and strategies which facilitate reviewing and learning vocabularies, grammatical structures, reading, speaking, writing and listening. Different situations would also require students to use current and updated information and research to learn language in a more effective way. Another important skills to be developed is the students’ speaking skills which includes pronunciation, stress, and intonation. 
2.2 Teaching Methodology



Role plays and simulations are not only limited to practicing vocabulary. These techniques can also illustrate grammatical structures and level of registers. Students are encouraged to write scripts in different ways. Comprehension of a variety of situations or literature can be demonstrated in these activities. 


Watching and listening to plays are good activities to understand one’s culture and events. Researching and writing reactions can also be a part of the lesson.

3. Cognitive Skills


3.1 Learning Outcome

The course includes valuable topics, lessons and activities to the English Education students who need to understand the elements of learning a language. Throughout the course, they will offered exercises for critical and creative thinking. 
3.2 Teaching Methodology

Improvisations and role playing are the main methods of developing students’ communicative skills in authentic and dynamic situations. Moreover, readers’ theatre is an activity that would develop and practice students’ ability of thinking effectively. The lesson will begin with the discussion of literature. This facilitates students’ understanding of the aesthetics and structures of dialogues and how the lines were carefully crafted. Then, they will use the literature for readers’ theatre which requires expressive and clear voice. This is an excellent way of practicing pronunciation and intonation. 

Stage play is also a major project which includes valuable and extensive work with language and thinking skills. This activity also aims to uplift students’ spirit and confidence in speaking English.


3.3 Assessment 

Readers’ theatre and stage play are the two major activities of the course and are given large part of their grade. 
4. Interpersonal Skills and Responsibilities

4.1 Learning Outcome

Curriculum Map – (1) Communicate with variety of people and converse in Thai and English effectively (2) Have the ability to help facilitate solving problems as a leader or group member (4) Have a responsibility in one’s actions and group works

The course has psychological and social benefits to the learner such as working well in groups, problem solving skills and taking more risk. It also includes activities that provide students opportunity to get to know others and understand their personality, culture and behaviour. 
Another clear benefit of the course will be cooperation since they will be doing big projects as a class. Learners will improve responsibility, talent, skills, creativity and discipline and also will share ideas to other learners while doing a project. Enjoyment is also a very vital part of the course. 

4.2 Teaching Methodology



Dialogue would require them to work with another student, starting from writing the script to presenting. Choral speaking, jazz chant, readers’ theatre and stage play are activities that require them to work as a group. These activities value participation and contribution of each member.
