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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research on “Knowledge Management of the Prevention and Suppression of
Crimes relating to Entertainment Spots” is to study the patterns of crimes relating to the entertainment spots,
including the impact on its surrounding places, the problems and obstacles in the prevention and suppression of
crimes relating to entertainment spots and to search for the technics leading to the success on prevention and
suppression of crimes relating to entertainment spots in the area of Metropolitan Police Bureau. This research is
the qualitative research. According to this research, it is found that most offenders are around 20-25 years old,
the offences are mostly committed on holidays and official holidays and mostly occur at bistros, bars and
discotheques during 01.00 — 02.00 a.m. The patterns of crimes relating to entertainment spots mostly are
quarrels, thefts and narcotics. There are few offences on prostitution and gambling since these kinds of offences
are committed by mutual consent and in undisclosed action. The patterns of crimes relating to the entertainment
spots, caused by customers, are, namely, quarrels of customers, thefts in and out of entertainment spots,
narcotics and sexual offence. The patterns of crimes relating to entertainment spots which affect the community
are, namely, drunk driving, noise nuisance and traffic problem.

It is found that the problems and obstacles of the prevention and suppression of crimes relating to
entertainment spots in the area of Metropolitan Police Bureau are the unclear definition of “entertainment
spots”, the too light penalty, the inefficient law enforcement which is caused by the failure to get co-operation
from the entrepreneurs, the influence of the magnates, the unequal enforcement of the law by officials, the
management under limited budget and man power, and the failure of zoning for entertainment spots.

The technic and guideline leading to the success on prevention and suppression of crimes relating to
entertainment spots are, namely, the random inspection, the enticement of purchase, the attack, the checkpoint
setting up, the request for the co-operation of entrepreneurs and customers in legal compliance, control and
inspection, including the co-operation of the relevant organizations and people in communities.

Recommendation are that the government should amend the existing Entertainment Spot Act,
especially in connection with its definitions and penalty. There should be the appropriate zoning, adapted to the
changing society, the efficient transportation management near entertainment spots, the arrangement of white
entertainment spots project, the rapid data checking method, the increment of necessary man power and
equipment together with the promotion on self-development of police officers with respect to technology usage,
the training on legal knowledge relating to entertainment spots for officers. In addition, there should be the
strict inspection of various promotions offered by entertainment spots, the mutual standardization set up the
employees of entertainment spots with respect to the type of customer who are qualified to enter the
entertainment spots and the training on various risk and have gave preventions for employees of entertainment

spots irrespective of whether they are security guard or not.
